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Summary
ETSI TISPAN WG4, WI4014 has just approved the specification TS 184 009 "Rules covering the use of TV URIs for the identification of television channels". This specification (former WI4014) specifies the rules for the creation of globally unique TV URI identifiers to identify television channels, and requirements for their usage for IPTV services.
ETSI TISPAN WG3, is now incorporating the TV URI in draft specification TS 183 063 "IMS based IPTV Stage 3 Specification". Furthermore, WG3, may incorporate the TV URI in draft specification TS 183 064 "IPTV dedicated subsystem Stage 3 Specification".

TS 183 063 is currently referring among others to the OMA-BCAST specification OMA-TS-BCAST_ServiceGuide-V1_0-20070925-C for usage of the Electronic Service Guide in TISPAN service discovery and selection procedures. Specifically, TS 183 063 refers to section 5.1.2.1, which specifies the identification of television channels. ETSI TISPAN WG3 would like to ask OMA-BCAST for guidance to verify whether we are using the TV URI correctly in combination with the OMA-BCAST specification.
Description
Section L2.2 of draft TS 183 063 maps the BCServiceID (the identification of the television broadcast channel) on the globalServiceID defined in section 5.1.2.1 of the OMA-BCAST ESG specification.
Section L.2.3 of draft TS 183 063 specifies how to populate the globalServiceID with a TV URI as follows.

L.2.3
Use of the TV URI in the mapping of BC service for DVB Technology and OMA BCAST Technology

ETSI TS 184 009 [23] specifies the TV URI as globally unique identifier to identify broadcast television channels. The TV URI is used in the mapping of BC service for DVB Technology and OMA BCAST Technology as follows.

L.2.3.1 DVB Technology

If DVB Technology (See Annex L.2.1) is used, then the ServiceName attribute of the TextualIdentifier should be populated with the TV URI identifying the television channel.

L.2.3.2 OMA BCAST Technology

If OMA-BCAST Technology is used (See Annex L.2.2), then the globalServiceID should be populated with the TV URI identifying the television channel.
