1 Overview

The BCAST WG of the Open Mobile Alliance (OMA) thanks you for your Liaison Statement from 1 June 2008, in which you inform us about your work plan and about the MCBCS work item.

OMA BCAST has developed an application layer service enabler that defines a framework for end-to-end mobile broadcast services delivery over IP. The OMA BCAST enabler has been designed to operate over different IP-based distribution systems. For each such distribution system, OMA BCAST contains an Adaptation Specification which profile OMA BCAST functionality to ensure the interoperability between OMA BCAST client and server when used over that particular distribution system. If necessary, the Adaptation Specification may define hooks to ensure access to the IP layer of the underlying system.

We would like to inform you that the OMA BCAST WG has decided to create a WIMAX Adaptation Specification for the OMA BCAST enabler. This work will be part of the work on the BCAST 1.1 release which is expected to be completed by February 2010. The Adaptation Specification will ensure that OMA BCAST can be used as service layer for mobile broadcast services on top of the WIMAX system.
