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1 Reason for Change

There is a possible conflict between the §5.4.3.1 Rules applicable to all requests and responses and the §5.4.3.2 Unspecific request for retrieving service guide over Interaction Channel
Currently  §5.4.3.2 specifies the unspecific request ‘message-body’ of the unspecific request message to be empty which seems not coherent with the §5.4.3.1 which is applicable to all requests.

Also during discussions around the now implemented CR 2008-0059R03 the common understanding seemed to be that also unspecific requests may carry a minimum of information in the message  body.
As a consequence it is proposed to clarify text in 5.4.3.2 in order to be in line with text in 5.4.3.1; this means it is clarified that the keys "type=" and "lastResponseVersion=" are allowed in the unspecific request.
Rev.1: There were different understandings about the meaning of the word "unspecific" request. An additional sentence has been added in the beginning of the text, to make clear that these requests are unspecific in the sense that they don't indicate which content is requested, but still may give indications on the form of the response.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Specify that the §5.4.3.1 Rules applicable to all requests and responses apply also to the unspecific requests
5.4.3.2
Unspecific request for retrieving service guide over Interaction Channel

An unspecific request is one in which does not indicate which fragments (or descriptors) the terminal wants to receive. If the terminal supports unspecific request for retrieving service guide over Interaction Channel, the terminal SHALL request Service Guide fragments and Service Guide Delivery Descriptors over the Interaction Channel as follows:

· When terminal requests Service Provider’s default view to Service Guide, the ‘message-body’ of HTTP/1.1 request message SHALL contain no data other than the key-value pairs defined in chapter 5.4.3.1: "Rules applicable to all requests and responses".

· The ‘Request-URI’ of HTTP POST request SHALL be set to the Service Guide entry point address (URL).

· The response of the request MAY contain Service Guide Delivery Descriptors, Service Guide fragments or both according with the “type=” key-value specified in the request.

When the response contains Service Guide fragments, the returned set of fragments SHALL be consistent as specified in 5.4.1.5.3. 
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
