1. Overall Description

ETSI SCP thanks OMA BCAST for their liaison statement regarding the use of ETSI secure channel specification (ETSI TS 102 484) in the OMA BCAST specifications.  ETSI SCP would like to inform OMA BCAST that it approved some corrections and clarifications in this meeting which should be reflected in the published specifications shortly (CRs attached for information).
Regarding the “Terminal_appli_ID”, ETSI SCP has no plans to define a format or manage the use of this parameter as this resides on the terminal and so is out of the ETSI SCP scope.  

ETSI TS 102 484 does require the "Terminal_appli_ID" to be unique on a terminal.  

ETSI SCP however notes that the "Terminal_appli_ID" is a parameter that is supplied to the UICC by the key agreement mechanism used and suggests that this question be asked to the owners of the key agreement mechanism used for OMA BCAST.
