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1 Overview

The ATSC informed us that they normatively reference various OMA BCAST specifications for ATSC Mobile Handheld standard and asked the appropriate usage of ServiceType in Service Fragment for their propriety  usage. 
In BCAST 1.0, we assigned the range of 128 to 255 to the proprietary usage of BCAST Service Type. However, when BCAST 1.1 was developed, a few OMA enablers requested us to assign a specific value to their enabler. Therefore, we assigned 128 to 223 to ServiceType for OMA other enablers and changed the range for proprietary usage of Service Type, which is now 224 to 255.

About your question, if ATSC only refers BCAST 1.0 specification and does not have the plan to use BCAST 1.1 in the future, then, the current assigned values for ATSC NRT and Simulcryp adaptation will be workable. If ATSC use BCAST 1.1 in the future, then ATSC needs to change the ServiceType value for ATSC NRT and Simulcrypt adaptation.

2 Proposal

In case that BCAST 1.0 is only reference by ATSC ( now and the future), the current assigned values ( 128 and 129) will not cause any problem.
In cast that BCAST 1.1 may be used in the future, then, new value to be selected from 224 to 255 is more appropriate.

For your information, BCAST WG may not change the range of BCAST Service Type in the future because the most of services to be supported by BCAST were already reflected on the current range.
