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1 Overview

Dear MPEG colleagues,

OMA would like to inform MPEG about a new work item (BCAST1.3) that has been approved in OMA concerning BCAST enabler. The aim of this work item is among other features:

· To add the support of DASH streaming services in the BCAST enabler using the interactive network and also over alternative transports such as multicast/broadcast transport (on FLUTE/ALC). 
· To adapt and signal the BCAST service and content protection system for the protection of DASH contents.

2 Proposal
The aim of OMA and the proposal is to reference as much as possible the MPEG specifications on these two objectives and ensure that OMA specifications are aligned with MPEG work.
3 Requested Action(s)

OMA CD WG kindly requests MPEG if they could provide some information on potential work in their group for extension of DASH specifications to alternative transports, such as draft specifications and the schedule for the finalization of this extension.

To ensure that the work in BCAST relies on the last specifications of MPEG, OMA CD WG would appreciate if MPEG could share with OMA the last DASH specification ISO/IEC 23009-1 with corrigendum and amendment if any are available, the implementation guidelines ISO/IEC 23009-3, and any work on DASH segment encryption as ISO/IEC 23009-4 and Common ENCryption (CENC).

Finally, OMA CD WG would appreciate if MPEG could keep OMA inform of any change and new version of their specifications to keep the OMA specifications aligned with MPEG work.
