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1 Overview

This liaison statement is sent to 3GPP groups working on MBMS. The intent of the LS is to inform and keep 3GPP updated on the available draft specifications of Mobile Broadcast Service Enabler. The draft specifications specify features that can be used to realize Mobile Broadcast Services when 3GPP MBMS is used as a Broadcast Distribution System (BDS, an architectural term, refer to [1,2]).

2 Proposal

Dear 3GPP colleagues,

We thank you for the past liaison exchange that has taken place between groups of 3GPP working on MBMS and OMA Mobile Broadcast Services SWG (OMA BAC-BCAST). In the sprit of the earlier exchange, the intent of this liaison statement is to inform and keep 3GPP updated on the available draft specifications of Mobile Broadcast Service Enabler. 

The OMA BCAST enabler will support Mobile Broadcast Services delivered over three different systems (however not limited to these): DVB-H, 3GPP MBMS and 3GPP2 BCMCS. These systems are called BDS (Broadcast Distribution System). For each of these BDSs, the OMA BCAST specification will contain an “Adaptation Specification” document. Currently we are finalizing the generic parts of the specifications and soon we are starting the work on Adaptation Specifications. These specifications will allow the use of globally interoperable Mobile Broadcast Services based on the OMA BCAST Enabler, while re-using the capabilities of the BDS to the extent that support the interoperability. 

Regarding the current specification documents, we would like to remind that OMA documents are publicly available and most of our specifications related to Mobile Broadcast are currently still progressing, we would like to point your attention to our document repository where you can always find the latest versions (according to the <date> field in the file name as described below). This information is useful as OMA BAC-BCAST soon addresses the 3GPP BDS Adaptation Specification.

Further, OMA BAC-BCAST kindly asks 3GPP to provide the pointers to the most recent versions of the MBMS-related specifications and advice how to locate those also in the future.
