The device SHALL support the class “s”, “Support of CAT over the modem interface”, as specified in [ETSI TS 102 223]. 
The CMAPI_ UICC_SendToolKitEnvelopeCommand() function is used for the Connection Manager Application to transmit to the SIM/R-UIM/UICC via the device any ToolKit ENVELOPE command that is required by the Connection Manager Application. 
Not all envelope commands are required for use by commercial Connection Management applications.  The minimal required set of envelope commands specified in [ETSI TS 102.223] and [3GPP2 C.S00035] shall include MENU SELECTION, CALL CONTROL, and EVENT DOWNLOAD.  All other envelope commands are to be considered optional.
