Change 1:  6.1 High-Level Functional Requirements 
Comment A007:
Comment: Requirement HLF-002 is not very clear.

How can a capability in a device be a ‘dedicated capability’ of that device and is not supported by that device?  

‘The Open CM API enabler SHALL be agnostic of the capabilities of the device.

If a function supported by the Open CMAPI enabler and is related to a dedicated capability of the device which is not supported by the device (e.g. GNSS), the implementation of the OpenCMAPI enabler SHALL at least support the call of the function and the dedicated return value indicating the capability is not supported by the device’

Proposed Change: To simplify the requirement to only include the capability of being agnostic to device capabilities, as following:

Comment: The intent of requirement SEC-005 is not captured clearly. 

As it is, it implies that CMAPI will not support functions that would interfere with the separation of security between these two technologies, but does not state that security is already separated and should not impact each other. 

So, the intent of the requirement is to state that security of Wi-Fi and Wi-Fi Direct will be kept separate and will ensure that they will not impact each other

Proposed Change: Proposed to reword along the following lines:
