CMAPI-WLAN-025, CMAPI-HS2-003, CMAPI-HS2-005 and CMAPI-HS2-008 requirement need to be consistent.

The selection priorities management and rules are defined in the following ETSI and 3GPP specifications:
· 3GPP TS 31.102 (Characteristics of the Universal Subscriber ; Identity Module (USIM) application) defines the EF and DF respectively (Elementary Files and Directory Files). The format and number of PLMN and WLAN supported are described in this specification. Both the Operator and the User can control their list using EF of the UICC : i.e. EFUWSIDL, EFHWSIDL, EFOWSIDL, EFWEHPLMNPI , EFWLRPLMN, EFWHPI, EFHPLMDAI, EFPLMNWLAN  and EFOPLMNWLAN
· 3GPP TS 24.234 (3GPP system to Wireless Local Area Network (WLAN) interworking) defines priorities of the preferred lists. The User list has higher priority than the Operator list
· 3GPP TS 23.234 (3GPP System to Wireless Local Area Network (WLAN) interworking; WLAN User Equipment (WLAN UE) to network protocols)
The OPENCMAPI enabler should rely on existing mechanisms to avoid inconsistencies and incorrect implementation.
3GPP references are also added in the Normative References clause.
The revision R01 replaces ETSI 31.102 by 3GPP TS 31.102 and provide more examples in REQ CMAPI-HS2-003. And add Gemalto to co-signers list
