	One or more messaging servers MAY notify the originator of changes/adaptations made to the content of a message.

	[R160]
	One or more messaging servers SHOULD support interoperability of messages to allow transforming of a message from one messaging service to a message of a different messaging service.

	[R170]
	The messaging system SHALL support message privacy, i.e. non-disclosure of the message content or header information to unauthorized access.
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
