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1 Overview

In a previous liaison statement, GSMA RCS requested OMA to provide feedback about the list of APIs they provided. This liaison statement would like to provide a response to this request from OMA COM WG’s perspective. Please note that there are further API-related activities going on in OMA, for which a separate answer liaison statement will be sent to GSMA RCS shortly.

2 Proposal

OMA COM WG identified that the list of APIs provided is or may be related to the following OMA work items:

· Converged IP Messaging (CPM) and Instant Messaging based on SIMPLE (SIMPLE IM)
· Presence (PRS)

· Converged Address Book (CAB)

OMA COM WG would like therefore to provide feedback for each of these work items, as follows:
Converged IP Messaging (CPM) and Instant Messaging based on SIMPLE (SIMPLE IM):
API(s) analyzed: RCS Chat, RCS NVAS (network), RCS File Transfer, RCS Content Share (device)
The relevant documents provide a gap analysis between the RCS APIs and the OMA IM and CPM features in order to determine their feasibility and their relevance:

In addition, OMA COM WG would like to recommend developing future APIs based on the CPM enabler and not the SIMPLE IM enabler for future compatibility with RCS, as the SIMPLE IM enabler already reached candidate status and no more work is expected on it.

Presence (PRS): 

API(s) analyzed: RCS Social Presence Information and Social Presence Enhancement (client and network)
The APIs related to Presence mentioned in the Liaison Statement from GSMA RCS are in the scope of enablers being implemented in COM WG’s PRS Work Area and could be supported.
Converged Address Book (CAB):
CAB offers a list of features that could be entirely or partially be exposed to 3d party applications such as:
· management operations on Address Book (AB) and synchronization
· management operations on Personal Contact Card (PCC)
· management operations on AB Access permissions 
· management operations on PCC Access permissions
· search on AB 
· search on PCCs
· search in external directories
· subscriptions to PCC updates 
· format adaptation/mapping requests (vCard to CAB Format, vice versa)
· Contact Share requests (CAB Format or vCard, AB or PCC)
· Import requests (vCard or CAB Format) 
OMA COM WG would also like to inform that none of the work items above (CPM, PRS, CAB) have relevant APIs available for the functionalities they offer, and it is yet to be decided in OMA when and which OMA group(s) will effectively work on these APIs. Timing wise, it is also expected that work on these APIs can only be initiated after the relevant functionalities and their related enablers are finalized.
For information, OMA COM WG would like to provide the expected time of completion (candidate approval) for the CPM and CAB enablers:
OMA CPM 1.0: end August 2010
OMA CAB 1.0: end August 2010
OMA COM WG will provide GSMA RCS with further feedbacks in the future if considered relevant based on the evolution of its related activities.
