5.3.1.2     CAB Server

The CAB Server is a network entity.  It supports or is comprised of the following functions:
· Perform mutual authentication with CAB Clients.
· Data Synchronization Manager performs the following:
· Synchronizes with the CAB Client(s) the Converged Address Book data resulting from one or more actions performed on the Converged Address Book data, by the CAB User

· Allows data management (e.g. add/delete/update) of the Converged Address Book.  

· These functionalities are based on DS Enabler [OMA DS].

· These functionalities are based on DS Enabler [OMA DS].

· Contact Subscription Function performs the following:

· Performs Contact Subscriptions on behalf of a CAB User to PCC XDMS. 

· Retrieves the subscribing CAB User’s  preferences from the CAB User preferences XDMS
· Applies the CAB User’s preferences to the data resulting from the Contact Subscription and stores the resulting data in the CAB User’s Converged Address Book in the CAB Address Book XDMS;
· Contact Share Function provides the following:

· Performs Contact Share operation on behalf of the CAB User 

· The contact information that can be shared with other users may include a Published Contact Card, and /or contact entries from the CAB User’s Address Book

· The recipient of this operation can be either a CAB or a non-CAB User. In case of the recipient being a non-CAB user, the contact information is encoded in a legacy format and delivered through messaging means (for e.g. Email, SMS, MMS) via the Interworking Function
· Interworking Function provides the following:
· Provides interworking capabilities between CAB and non-CAB systems e.g. for importing contact/s information in different Legacy Formats from legacy address book systems into CAB;

· Provides format adaptation between CAB standard format and Legacy Formats;
· Allows data exchange with non-CAB based address book services.
· Exposes an interface to external enablers (for e.g. Messaging Enabler, CPM, or external search engines) to access information related to CAB User’s contacts
· Uses functionality provided by external enablers for the following operations
· Contact Share to non-CAB users (e.g. interfaces from messaging enablers such as SMS, MMS)
· Contact Search towards external directories (e.g. uses data sources and/or APIs provided by service providers to access data for search operations)
· CAB XDMC

· Performs XDMC functions as defined in [OMA XDM]
· Provides access to CAB XDMSs from the CAB Server
