Change 1:  Add subsection into section 5.5

5.5 Contact Status Function

5.5.3 Added into AB of other CAB User

When CAB User A adds a CAB contact information of a contact (CAB User B) into his/her AB, CAB enabler SHALL respond as below process:

Step 0: CAB User A adds a contact information of a contact (CAB User B) on his/her CAB client.

Step 1: the CAB client SHALL check with CAB User A for additional contact information:

Step 1a: if CAB User A is ever known by the contact (CAB User B) with his/her old contact information, then CAB User A should indicate a field in his/her PCC with the old contact information, or input it directly;

Step 1b: otherwise the CAB client SHALL inquiry about anything for prompt.

Step 2: the CAB client SHALL synchronize the contact information to CAB server, and the additional contact information, such as old contact information or others for prompt, should be carried to CAB server in case existing.
Step 3: the CAB Server SHALL add the new contact information into the AB of CAB User A.
Step 4: the CAB server SHALL request subscription to the contact (CAB User B) to indicate about that CAB User A is adding the contact information into his/her AB. The subscription request SHALL carry the additional contact information in case existing.

Step 5: the CAB Server SHALL update with its Contact Status Functionality for this subscription request.

Step 6: the CAB Server will update Contact Status with the responding from the contact.
