6 Detailed Change Proposal

C.x.y   Subscription function with contact view change
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Step 01. Subscribed user’s PCC data is changed. 
Step 02. After treatment of changed Subscribed users’ PCC data by Subscription function in CAB server, PCC XDMS through Subscription function sends the PCC data to Subscriber A’s Address Book XDMS using SIP NOTIFY method. The message body include XCAP document changing indication or detail changed information. 
Step 03. AB XDMS synchronize Subscribed users’ PCC contact information to subscriber A’s client using DS operation.
Step 04. Subscribed user’s open contact view is changed in CAB user preferences XDMS. 
Step 05. The XDMS Checks the subscriber. 
Step 06. Base on the check result, the change in CAB user preferences XDMS triggers Subscription function in CAB server. 
Step 07. Subscription function sends the notification of contact view changed using SIP Message method to SIP/IP core. The message body include the text information like “Your friend XXX’s contact view open for you is changed”. 
Step 08. SIP/IP core sends the notification of contact view changed using SIP Message method to the subscriber. 
Step 09. Subscription function signs the old PCC data is “unsubscribed”, make it no more synchronization. 
Step 10. Subscription function resends the subscription request using SIP SUBSCRIBE method to SIP/IP core. 
Step 11. SIP/IP core sends the subscription request using SIP SUBSCRIBE method to Subscription Proxy.
