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1 Reason for Change

In CR 055R02, <name> can either be a single free text string or a sequence of name subcomponents. However, the text of that contribution did not accomplish this.  The CR below allows that choice. The name subcomponents is from the contribution 055 discussion in the Sorrento meeting.
This CR further defines multiple contact card documents per PCC document, so that the PCC document contains more than one such contact card.  For example, support for multiple contact cards in the PCC document allows for multiple persona.  
This CR additionally implements the "Design Patterns" concept outlined in 026R01, i.e., the optional container "person-details" element to contain properties of an actual person.  The person container element is parallel to a similar "organization-detail" element container that contains properties of an organization, e.g., the name of the organization and so forth.  The author will upload a contribution that defines organization-detail container type with elements (properties) and enumerations. 
In words:  The "person-details" container element holds vCard, XDM User Profile, and/or similar person "properties".  For example, in a contact card with a person and an associated organization, the properties of the person are in the person-details container, and the properties of the organization are in the organization-details container.  If the organization was associated with two such (person) contacts, there would be two person container elements, instead of just one.  Note that when container elements are not utilized, vCard, XDM User Profile, and/or similar properties appear directly in the contact card document. 
The 026R01 contribution has references that explain these two containers, and, the containers exist in the OASIS schemas, which are the basis of contribution 026 and 026R01.  This CR text also explains where to place additional "person type" properties, such as <address> to the PCC structure. Please refer to the Editor Notes below.  
In addition, support for vCard Pref and Language attributes is included below.  Please note there is a constraint on pref values for the <name> element to enable vCard 2.1 mapping.  The text in CR 055R02 is unclear on this point.  In this CR, the <name> element to be mapped to a vCard 2.1 contact <n> property has to be set to value '1'. Another way is to mandate the pref values of the <name> elements are distinct from one another. The author will recast this, if necessary, as clarified in further discussions. 
Revision 1:

This revision simplifies the previous 0058 by removing "free text" and modifies 0058 to include the organizational requirements of HLF-02.  This CR incorporates proposed text from CR 0055R04.  
This CR implements the following XML hierarchy (figure immediately below).  This change is a simplification of the XML hierarchy originally proposed in Figure 11 of OMA-MWG-CAB-2010-0079. Furthermore, 0079R01 Figure 11 now matches this figure.  Note the rest of 0079R01 addresses other XML-related functionality not covered in this CR (specifically, the proposed structure of the <address> property).

5.2 PCC

5.2.1 PCC Application Usage

5.2.1.1 Structure

The PCC document SHALL conform to the structure of the “pcc” document described in this subclause. The schema definition is provided in sub clause 5.2.1.3.

The document SHALL include one root element <pcc>.

The <pcc> element SHALL contain a sequence of <person-details> and/or <organization-details> elements, as follows:   
1) A <person-details> element
a) SHALL include one or more <display name> element(s), containing the display name and MAY include ‘pref’ and/or ‘language’ attribute(s).
b) SHALL include one or more <name> element(s), each containing child elements, and MAY include ‘pref’, ‘language’ and/or ‘name-type’ attribute(s). The <name> element contains a sequence of elements as follows:
1) a <title> element, indicating the title (e.g., Mr., Ms., Miss.);

2) a <given > element, indicating the given name;

3) a <middle > element, indicating the middle name;

4) a <family > element, indicating the family name;

5) 
6) a <gen-id> element, indicating the generation identifier (e.g., Jr., Sr., III);
7) a <degree> element, indicating the degree/license (e.g., PhD, MD, RN, CPA);

8) a <phonetic-given> element, indicating the phonetic spelling (e.g., pinyin) of the given name. 
9) a <phonetic-family> element, indicating the phonetic spelling (e.g., pinyin) of  the family name . 
10) 
2) An <organization-details> element 
a) SHALL include one or more <display name> element(s), containing the display name and MAY include ‘pref’ and/or ‘language’ attribute(s).
b) SHALL include one or more <org-name> element(s), each containing child elements and MAY include ‘pref’, ‘language’ and/or ‘org-name-type’ attribute(s).  The <org-name> element contains a sequence of elements as follows:
1) a <entity> element, indicating a company or an organization name.
2) a <unit> element, indicating a subdivision of the organization entity. 
3) a <position> element, indicating a position within the organization entity.
Change 1:  Add the following text to section 5.2.1.7

5.2.1.2 Data Semantics

a) The <display name> element value is of type “String”.
b) The  <title>, <given >, <family >, <middle >, <gen-id >, <degree>, <phonetic-given >, <phonetic-family > element values type are “String”.
c) The ’name-type‘ attribute is used to indicate the type of name, and SHALL include one of the following enumerations: "Alias", "LegalName", "KnownAs", "MaidenName", "FormerName", "NameAtBirth” , and "OfficialName".
d) The ‘pref’ attribute is used to indicate that the corresponding element associated with this attribute is preferred and assigned by the CAB User.  Its value MUST be an integer between 1 and 100 that quantifies the level of preferredness, and SHALL be unique.  Lower values correspond to a higher level of preferredness, 1 being most preferred.
e) The ‘language’ attribute is used to identify the language of element values according to Section 2 of [RFC5646].
f) The ‘org-name-type’ attribute is used to indicate the type of organization name and SHALL include one of the following enumerations:  “LegalName”, “FormerName” and “OfficialName”.  
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
