6 Detailed Change Proposal
Change 1:  Modify the TS section 5.3 
5.3 Contact Share Function 
The Contact Share function is responsible for handling CAB User’s Contact Share requests, initiating an XDCP request for forwarding Contact Share data, and invoking corresponding messaging actions towards non-CAB User.

The Contact Share function SHALL support retrieval of Contact Share requests stored in the CAB User Preferences XDMS [CAB XDMS]. This is accomplished either by document management operations or subscribing to changes to XML document containing the contact share requests in CAB XDMS [CAB XDMS]. The retrieval is performed via the Trusted XDMC (see sub clause 5.6 “Trusted XDMC”).

Upon retrieving the Contact Share requests, the Contact Share function

1. SHALL determine the recipient type (i.e. whether the recipient is a CAB or a non-CAB User);
If the recipient is a CAB User and the Contact Share request is targeted to XDM Documents other than PCC Document
a. SHALL make an XDCP request as described in [OMA XDM Core] 6.1.1.3 “XDM Operations using XDCP” and 6.1.1.3.2 “XDM Resource Forwarding Operations” based upon the Contact Share requests
If the recipient is a CAB User and the Contact Share request is targeted to PCC Document:
a. SHALL make an XDCP request as described in [OMA XDM Core] 6.1.1.3 “XDM Operations using XDCP” and 6.1.1.3.2 “XDM Resource Forwarding Operations” based upon the Contact Share requests with the following clarifications:
i. SHALL set the request URI of the XDCP request as “http://[XCAP Root URI]/[AUID]users/[XUI]”. The target [AUID] in the request URI of the request SHALL be the AB Application Usage ID. 
ii. SHALL include <PCC> element containing a “contact-view” attribute indicating the id of the Contact View of the CAB User’s PCC to be shared.
If the recipient is a non-CAB User:

a. it SHALL retrieve appropriate data from CAB User’s PCC and/or AB XDMS based on the data type indicated in the request. 

b. When applicable and subject to service provider policies, it SHALL request the CAB Interworking Function to convert the data to be shared to a Legacy Format via the Interworking Function (see sub clause 5.4 “Interworking Function”).

c. When CPM Interworking Function is used as messaging delivery mechanism, it SHALL construct a message as described in [OMA CPM CONV FCT TS] and send a message towards the CPM Interworking Selection Function [OMA CPM IWF TS]. 


Upon receiving the result of Contact Share, the Contact Share function SHALL performs a HTTP PUT containing the result of forwarding in CAB User Preference XDMS
