5.4 CAB Contact Added Data
5.4.1 CAB Contact Added Data Application Usage

5.4.1.1 Structure
The CAB Contact Added Data document SHALL conform to the structure of the “contact-added-data” document described in this subclause. The schema definition is provided in section 5.4.1.3
The <contact-added-data> element:
1. MAY include one or more <contact-added-data-item> elements, each containing the data representing the contact added information.
Each <contact-added-data-item>:

a) SHALL include a <AB-owner-data> element, containing the AB owner information i.e. the data representing the CAB User performing the Add operation. The <AB-owner-data> element:
i. SHALL contain a <owner-XUI> element, indicating the XUI of the CAB User

ii. MAY contain a <name> element indicating the name of the CAB User. The structure of the <name> element is the same as described in PCC document structure (see sub clause 5.2.1.1).

iii. MAY contain a <comm-addr> element indicating the communication address of the CAB User. The structure of <comm-addr> element is the same as described in PCC document structure (see sub clause 5.2.1.1). 
b) SHALL include a <added-contact> element, containing the information representing the contact that is added by the CAB User. Each <added-contact>
i. SHALL contain a <added-XUI> element indicating the XUI of the added CAB User.
5.4.1.2 Application Unique ID
The AUID SHALL be “org.openmobilealliance.cab-contact-added-data”.
5.4.1.3 XML Schema
The CAB Contact Added Data document SHALL conform to the XML schema in [XSD_cab_contact_added].
5.4.1.4 Default Namespace
The default element namespace used in the Contact Added Data document is "urn:oma:xml:cab:contact-added".
5.4.1.5 MIME Type

The MIME type for the Contact Added Data document SHALL be “application/vnd.oma.cab-contact-added-data+xml
5.4.1.6 Validation Constraints
The <contact-added-data> element represents the root node of the Contact Added Data App Usage. A ‘Contact Added Data’ document stored in the global Tree SHALL contain no more than one <contact-added-data> element. 

If the document proposed by the XDM Agent includes multiple <contact-added-data> elements, then an HTTP “409 Conflict” response including the XCAP error element <constraint-failure> SHALL be returned. If included, the “phrase” attribute SHOULD be set to “No more than one contact added data element allowed”.
5.4.1.7 Data Semantics
<owner-XUI> and <added-XUI> elements is of type ‘anyURI’ and SHALL contain a XCAP User Identifier (XUI).
The semantics of<name> and <comm-addr> are same as described in PCC document semantics (see sub clause 5.2.1.7)
5.4.1.8 Naming conventions

The name of the CAB Contact Added Data document SHALL be “CAB-contact-added-data.xml”.
5.4.1.9 Global Documents
The Contact Added Data document SHALL be stored as a Global document.
5.4.1.10 Resource interdependencies
Not applicable.

5.4.1.11 Access Permissions
The Access Permissions for Contact Added Data document SHALL conform to [OMA XDM Core] sub-clause 5.6 “Access Permissions Document”
If the Access Permissions document is used, it SHALL conform to [OMA XDM Core] Section “Access Permissions Document” with the following restrictions:
1. The <document-rule> element SHALL include a “path” attribute specifying the PCC Document Selector for which the rule applies
2. The <actions> child element of <rule> element SHALL only include the <allow-any-operation-own-data> element or/and the <allow-retrieve> element and/or the <allow-modify> element, and/or <allow-delete> and/or <allow-forwarding> element as specified in [OMA XDM Core].
5.4.1.12 Search Capabilities

5.4.1.13 XDM Preferences Document
The CAB Contact Added Data Application Usage SHALL support an XDM Preferences Document as described in [OMA XDM Core] “XDM Preferences Document” for Forwarding as described in subclause 5.4.1.15.
