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1 Reason for Contribution

This INP provides a recommendation on next steps regarding the Contact Share functionality and approach.
2 Summary of Contribution

This INP presents the current state of the Contact Share functionality in the CAB TSs, and proposes a way forward.
3 Detailed Proposal

Contact Share functionality is among one of the items that needs additional work before we can proceed to CONRR. In particular, the integration of XDM Forward at the CAB Server is lacking input to bring closure to this topic.
During Toronto, the following INP provided an analysis of Contact Share functionality in the TS.

Mainly, the following two options were considered from the CAB Server:
1) Option A: Continue with the current approach to use XDM Forward for CAB Users

2) Option B: Use CPM IWF for both CAB and non-CAB Users

And as a reference, here is the extract of the minutes from Toronto meeting:

Sprint: We should proceed with Option B, because that does not preclude Option A.

· Gyubong to provide clarification on using XDM Forward from CAB Server i.e. Option A as explained INP #367 including delivery to the end-user, delivery report , initiating XDM Forward request from the CAB Server. Also to coordinate with PAG on the new delivery report requirement
Deadline: 3 weeks

Conclusion: The group will wait for results from above Action Item i.e. details on Option A, and Option B will be  considered as a fallback if the group cannot reach consensus that Option A can be completed in time.”

It has been close to two months since Toronto and it is unfortunate that we have not made much progress in terms of bringing in CRs to complete the Contact Share functionality in the TS. In addition, there also appears to be some open issues on the integration of XDM Forward e.g. the following
· How does the Contact Share data get delivered to the recipient and integrated to the AB?

· Based on discussion with PAG, XDM Forward is not designed to forward data from one XDMS to another e.g. in our case we need to forward both PCC and AB data to AB XDMS or the CAB Server. This implies that additional work is required to specify these procedures.
In light of this, it does not appear very practical to pursue Option A, and therefore the group is requested to consider Option B for this release and pursue Option A in the next release of CAB, by documenting it in the TS e.g. under section “4.2 Future versions”.

5 Recommendation

We recommend the group to review this INP and agree to the following proposal:

1) Pursue Option B for CAB 1.0 – this requires very little or no significant effort to address Contact Share requirements

2) Include XDM Forward in the future version of CAB  i.e. by clearly stating that XDM Forward will be adopted in CAB future version/next release in section “4.2 Future version” 
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
