Provide "Reactive Authorization" Stage 2 flows for an annex to the S-CAB AD.  
The R01 revision responds to comments from presentation in Oahu, and closes Action Item A002, assigned to the author.  Specifically, it deletes Steps 9 and 10, which were deemed unneeded to show in this particular flow. The steps depicted the removal of history.  In addition, the following change is made: “CAB UE” becomes “S-CAB”.  
R02:
The previous versions caused upload problems because the actual physical files of R00 and R01 had unknown problems, as they were each more than +3MB in size.  This R02 file has a typical file size, and was achieved by copying the contents to a new CR template.

This CR focuses on S-CAB annex flows for reactive authorization of incoming PCC subscriptions. The use of XDM interfaces in the figures follows the guidelines of Annex B "How to show re-use of the XDM Enabler" of the XDM 2.1 AD.  It follows the XDM 2.1 examples.

· The S-CAB Client #1 has a subscription to the S-PCC Request History document  
Flow 1: Reactive authorization for access to S-CAB User's S-PCC
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· Summary: 

· Steps 1&2: S-CAB Client #1 sets S-PCC access permissions. By assumption the settings do not allow S-CAB Client #2 to access, search, or subscribe to the S-PCC document of S-CAB Client #1. 
· Steps 3&4: S-CAB Client #2 attempts to access, search, or subscribe to the S-PCC document of S-CAB Client #1. The request fails.  
· Steps 5&6: S-CAB Client #1 receives S-PCC Request History document change notification containing the failed attempt of S-CAB Client #2. 

· Steps 7&8: S-CAB Client #1 sets the permissions to allow access, etc., to S-CAB Client #2.

S-CAB Client #1 sends an indication (shown as a message) to S-CAB Client 2 that the access permissions have been adjusted to allow access to S-CAB Client #2.  

· Steps 9&10: S-CAB Client #2 is able to access, search, or subscribe to the S-PCC document of S-CAB Client #1 S-PCC document, and the request succeeds.

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· Summary: 

· Steps 1&2: S-CAB Client #1 sets S-PCC access permissions. By assumption the settings do not allow S-CAB Client #2 to access, search, or subscribe to the S-PCC document of S-CAB Client #1. 
· Steps 3&4: S-CAB Client #2 requests a document change subscription to the S-PCC document of S-CAB Client #1. The request succeeds because S-CAB Client #2 has been preauthorized.  
· Steps 5&6: S-CAB Client #1 receives S-PCC Request History document change notification containing the successful subscription of S-CAB Client #2. 
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
