Updated based on offline comments from Samsung, to clarify that the preferences/rules are set by the CAB User and backed up in the network repository.
This CR proposes a new requirement for CAB 1.1
With increasing number of communication modes (phone, email, instant messaging, and social networks) for contacts in the address book, and to facilitate management of communication modes, it is necessary for the CAB User to associate a communication profile to each contact that includes preferred communication modes. The preferred communication modes may be static or dynamic based on rules such as (time of day, relationship, etc).
This allows initiating the “preferred” communication method with the contact based on the communication preferences e.g. without the CAB User having to go through the confusing/nested menus to understand the various communications methods available for each contact.
