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1 Reason for Change

During the Montreal interim meeting two conflicting (with respect to functionality) change requests were agreed upon:
1. OMA-MWG-CPM-2007-0052R03, which added initial descriptions for the “Media” reference points of the CPM architecture, and

2. OMA-MWG-CPM-2007-0083R02, which updated the description of the Conversation History Function of the CPM Conversation Server and added a description of the Message & Media Storage component of the CPM architecture.

With agreeing these two change requests an inconsistency was introduced into the CPM AD, as OMA-MWG-CPM-2007-0083R02 changed the description of the Conversation History Function of the CPM Conversation Server to only be able to store recorded items in the Message & Media Storage and OMA-MWG-CPM-2007-0052R03 added the notion of transferring a recording Conversation History between the CPM Conversation Server and the CPM Client (via reference point CPM-7).

This change request aims at resolving this inconsistency by removing the notion of transferring a recording Conversation History between the CPM Conversation Server and the CPM Client (via reference point CPM-7).

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Remove Conversation History Transfer from CPM-7 description
5.2.1.1 CPM-7: CPM Conversation Server – CPM Client

The CPM-7 reference point supports User Plane communication between the CPM Conversation Server and the CPM Client. 
In an optional configuration, a remote CPM Client from a different domain may communicate with the CPM Conversation Server over this reference point, e.g. to allow direct Media flow between the CPM Client and a CPM Conversation Server performing the CPM Controlling Function, depending on operator policy and user preferences. This may happen, for example, when a CPM Client initiates communication using a pre-defined group managed in another network, with floor control centralized in one CPM Controlling Function, and when the CPM Participating Function in the CPM Client’s domain does not insert itself in the User Plane communication.  

The protocol MSRP [MSRP] is supported for the CPM-7 reference point for session based messaging. MSRP is used for the transfer of Large Message Mode CPM Messages, as well as for the exchange of CPM Messages, both small and large, within a CPM Session. It is not used for Pager Mode CPM Messages, 
Editor’s Note: It is for FFS how to reuse existing IM and PoC functionalities.

· CPM Message transfer within an MSRP session 
· between the CPM Conversation Server and the CPM Client;

· CPM Deferred Delivery Message transfer within an MSRP session set up for delivery of stored deferred messages 
· between the CPM Conversation Server and the CPM Client;
