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1 Reason for Change

The input contribution OMA-MWG-CPM-2007-0249 analyses the different communication scenarios between users of different CPM Service Provider Domains. It concludes that there is no need for direct connection between the CPM Conversation Server and the remote Interworking Function for network-to-network interworking

This change request modifies the section describing the network-to-network interface to align it with the conclusions of the previous analysis.

5.3.5 Interfaces between CPM Entities and External Entities

5.3.5.1 Communication with a Remote CPM Environment

5.3.5.1.1 CPM-CONV-NNI

The CPM-CONV-NNI interface is provided by the CPM Conversation Server to allow another CPM Conversation Server in a remote CPM environmentto access / trigger the functionalities of the CPM Conversation Server in the home CPM environment.

Signalling Control interface CPM-CONV-NNI supports the communication between the local CPM Conversation Server and a CPM Conversation Requestor, i.e. a CPM Conversation Server located in a remote CPM Environment. The interface relies on the communication via the SIP/IP Cores between the different networks.

· CPM Session signalling
· CPM Message transfer
· Continuous Media transfer
· Control of continuous Media transfers
The protocols used for the CPM-CONV-NNI are SIP, MSRP [RFC4975], and RTP/RTCP [RFC3550]. SIP is used for CPM Session signalling and for discrete Pager Mode CPM Message transfer. MSRP is used for the transfer Large Message Mode CPM Messages, as well as for the exchange of CPM Messages, both small and large, within a CPM Session. RTP is used for continuous Media transport and RTCP supports for the exchange of information needed to control the RTP sessions.
