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1 Reason for Change

In Section 5.3.1.3.4 CPM Deferred Messaging Function of the latest draft of the CPM AD (OMA-AD-CPM-V1_0-20071214-D.zip), it states that the CPM Deferred Messaging Function (DMF) supports the task of “push method”  to directly deliver message to the recipient. The section, however, misses to add the “Delivery Notification” task which is normally associated with the message delivery in the case of other CPM Functions/Entities such as CPM Client, CPM CS/PF and IWF. Furthermore, according to IETF’s IMDN documents (draft-ietf-simple-imdn-04.txt), the DMF as an “intermediary” has the task of constructing and sending “processing notifications” if the CPM Message Sender has requested for.
This CR proposes adding the missing task to the list of tasks provided by the CS/DMF in Section 5.3.1.3.4 of the CPM AD document.
R01: Elaborates further the reason for the proposed change, modifies the previously proposed text and fixes an editorial.
R02: Updated based on the latest AD version, inserted the “sender’s request” condition and added a co-signer.

The MWG-CPM group is recommended to review the proposed changes and to approve them.
6 Detailed Change Proposal

The CPM CS/PF involves the CS/DMF for storage and delivery of deferred messages when the recipient is offline or not willing to receive them, based on either CPM Client’s request or pre-defined.  The CPM CS/DMF, in turn, supports the task of “push method” to directly deliver the messages to the recipient when the recipient is back online and willing to accept the messages. However, neither the PF nor the DMF provides “Delivery Notification” following the delivery of a deferred message, which is normally the case with the non-deferred message delivery by CPM Client, CPM CS/PF and/or IWF. 
This CR proposes adding the missing task of “Delivery Notification” to be followed by “Read Report” to the list of tasks provided by the CS/DMF in Section 5.3.1.3.4 of the CPM AD document as follows:
Change 1:  Add Descriptions of DMF “Delivery Notification”
5.3.1.3.4   CPM Deferred Messaging Function

The CPM Deferred Messaging Function is always associated with the recipient’s CPM Conversation Server. 

The CPM Deferred Messaging Function SHALL:
· Provide policy enforcement according to the service capabilities/user preferences/service provider’s policies.
· Provide temporary storage for messages and associated meta-data when recipient is not available.
· Provide support for message delivery when recipient becomes available. Both push and pull methods are supported as follows:
· The push method directly delivers the message to the recipient.
· The pull method provides notifications with message information (e.g. message size, message sender’s address, message sending time) to the recipient, and then the recipient can retrieve the message when needed.
· Upon delivery of the message to the recipient and per sender’s request, provide message Delivery Notification with the "processed" status to the sender.
The capabilities of the CPM Deferred Messaging Function are based on the IM Deferred Messaging Function.
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
