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1 Reason for Change

The current description of the functionalities of the CPM Client at UE in the CPM AD mentions the CPM Messages (as per CPM-STOR-010 below) as being subject to forward without download whereas other types of resources stored in a Message & Media Storage may be subject to a similar treatment.

	The CPM Enabler SHALL allow the CPM User to forward CPM Messages and CPM Session Histories stored in his/her network-based storage (without downloading them to his/her device).

Indeed the requirement CPM-STOR-016 allows for composition of CPM Messages without download of the parts selected from a Message & Media Storage location (in combination with local resources selected for inclusion):

	The CPM Enabler SHALL allow the CPM User to select:

· stored CPM Messages or CPM Session Histories, and/or
· CPM Threads 
· Media
from his network-based storage (without downloading them to his device) and/or from his device’s storage and add them to a CPM Message. When the CPM User subsequently requests for the CPM Message to be sent, the CPM Enabler SHALL be able incorporate into the CPM Message, the selected data from the CPM User’s network-based storage (without downloading them to the sender’s CPM User’s device), according to user's preferences and/or service provider's policy.

Essentially the first bullet from CPM-STOR-016 and the requirement CPM-STOR-010 allude to the same technical functionality to the extent they involve the CPM User in the selection of a particular resource of his Message & Media Storage space for creation of a new message or inclusion in a message. From a user interface perspective however, they may differ to the extent that CPM-STOR-010 may encompass direct action on a list of CPM Messages whereas CPM-STOR-016 would rather reflect what happens during the composition of a new CPM message. 

It also makes more explicit that references mentioned in the text are intended as a means not to trigger the downloading onto the client of the target resources they point to. 

Note:

· the form of references may take two basic forms depending on whether it is a user-level reference (similar to a URI inclusion in an e-mail) as compared to a server-intended message composition-oriented reference (so that the CPM Conversation Server does the final collation of the referred parts on the server side preventing unnecessary download of potentially large content onto the client)

· the CPM Conversation server may need to be protected against reference injections (aka URIs not associated to Message & Media Storage shall be looked upon with additional suspicion considering that potentially large content or malicious content could be pointed to in anticipation of the server collating those parts without awareness of the sender)

On a side note, it may be argued that once the user has sufficient access to somebody else’ space, there is nothing that shall prevent him from selecting resources from somebody else’ space. This will be the subject of a separate CR against the RD that shall be proposing to remove the unnecessary bias towards a given CPM User’s Message & Media Storage personal space considering the permissions scheme supported by the Message & Media Storage component shall be what matters.

The CPM Client SHALL be able to perform the following client side CPM service logic related functions:

· Generating and receiving CPM Messages within and outside CPM Sessions
· Sending a CPM Message

· Requesting to forward without download a CPM Message
· Requesting, generating and receiving delivery notifications and/or read reports

· Attaching Media Objects to a CPM Message
· from the UE’s local storage 
· or by providing references, for example to their location on the Message & Media Storage component,  to them (without requiring their download to the UE)
· Attaching CPM Messages, CPM Session Histories or CPM Threads to a CPM Message:
· from the UE’s local storage
· or by providing references, for example to their location on the Message & Media Storage component, to them (without requiring their download to the UE)
· Activating/de-activating storing of CPM Messages during a CPM Session
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
