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1 Reason for Change

a) Justification:

The TS System Description does not describe how the CPM Client registers and how the CPM Client or the CPM Conversation Server can be informed about the registered CPM Clients and their capabilities.
b) Clauses affected:

2.1, 3.2, 3.3, 5.1.1, 5.17
c) Summary of change:

The CPM Client indicates the device name and communication capabilities during the registration. The device name is indicated e.g. as display-name of the registered Contact header and the communication capabilities are indicated e.g. as list of RFC3840 defined feature tags of the registered Contact header.
The SIP/IP Core works as SIP registrar. The SIP/IP Core also informs the CPM Conversation Server when the CPM Client registers and the SIP/IP Core provides information about registered clients.

The CPM Client or CPM Conversation Server are able to subscribe for the information about registered clients.

d) Consequence if not approved:

Not clear how the CPM Conversation Server is informed about the registered CPM Clients and their capabilities.

 5.1 General Concepts

 5.1.1 Registration

The CPM Client SHALL, according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261] and the SIP/IP Core,
· perform SIP registration for the CPM enabler to the SIP/IP Core prior to using the CPM enabler functionality.

· maintain the SIP registration for the CPM enabler active by using a re-registration procedure while CPM enabler is used; and,

· terminate the SIP registration for the CPM enabler after the CPM enabler functionality is no longer used.

NOTE: The SIP registration can be shared with other SIP based enablers at the UE hosting CPM Client
The CPM Client SHALL indicate the Instance ID at the SIP registration. The CPM Client MAY indicate the CPM Client name and the CPM Client communication capabilities at the SIP registration.

The CPM Client SHALL register for CPM User address(-es). The SIP/IP Core can inform the CPM Client about additional implicitly registered CPM User addresses in the SIP registration response.
The SIP/IP Core informs the CPM Conversation Server about the registering CPM Client. The CPM Conversation Server SHALL subscribe to the Client Information upon reception of the SIP/IP Core information about the registering CPM Client, if not registered yet.
 5.1.7 Client Information

The CPM Client MAY support the Client Information. The CPM Conversation Server SHALL support the Client Information. The SIP/IP Core supports the Client Information. 
In order to receive the Client Information the CPM Client supporting the Client Information or the CPM Conversation Server SHALL send a Client Information subscription request towards the CPM User address. 

NOTE: The Client Information subscription can be shared with other SIP based enablers at the UE hosting CPM Client
When receiving the Client Information subscription request, the SIP/IP Core serving the CPM User authorizes the Client Information subscription request. If successfully authorized, the SIP/IP Core serving the CPM User
· responds with the Client Information subscription successful response;

· sends the initial Client Information notification to the CPM Client using the reverse path of the Client Information subscription request; and,

· continues sending the Client Information notifications to the CPM Client using the reverse path of the Client Information subscription request whenever the Client Information changes until the Client Information subscription becomes invalid.
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
