5.3.1 CPM enabler sending non-CPM requests

This subsection describes routing of CPM Session Invitations and CPM Messages to a non-CPM destination.

NOTE:
transport level responses to a CPM Session Invitation or a CPM Message follow the reverse path of the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message.

The Interworking Function provides inter-working capabilities between CPM Services and Non-CPM Communication Services.

For the CPM originator to be able to receive replies from the non-CPM recipient, the CPM originator must have or be assigned during interworking a routable address in the Non-CPM Communication Service domain.  
When CPM originator sends a CPM Message with request of disposition notification to the Non-CPM User, the CPM originator SHALL include a CPM Message identifier within the CPM Message. 
Editor's note: This is FFS whether CPM Contribution Identity can be used as a CPM Message identifier for the CPM Message requesting disposition notification.
Depending on the Non-CPM Communication Service, the CPM Interworking Function SHALL store the CPM Message identifier and an identifying information of the corresponding message for the Non-CPM Communication Service.
NOTE: The exact definition of identifying information depends upon the target non-CPM Communication Service. For example, identifying information can be a numeric id, user address, time stamp or combination of these parameters etc).
Editor’s note: It is for FFS when the chosen Non-CPM Communication Service does not support the identifying information of Non-CPM Message.
Change 3:  Addition in Section 5.3.2.X
5.3.2.X Receiving Disposition Notification from Non-CPM User

Upon receiving the disposition notification from Non-CPM Communication Service, if the disposition notification includes the identifying information of Non-CPM Message stored in the CPM Interworking Function, the CPM Interworking Function SHALL use the corresponding CPM Message identifier for converting the disposition notification. The CPM Interworking Function SHALL convert the disposition notification to a CPM Message disposition notification according to the Non-CPM Communication Service procedure and route the CPM Message disposition notification to CPM Participating Function via SIP/IP Core.
Editor note: it is for FFS when the disposition notification does not include identifying information of Non-CPM Message or when the CPM Interworking Function has not the corresponding CPM Message identifier.
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
