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1 Reason for Change

The current System Description doesn’t contain flows related to synchronization. 

In Brno, upon discussion on CR_0721-INP, four synchronization use cases were identified:
1. Synchronization between Content Storage Client and the Content Storage Server
1.1 Initiated by Content Storage Client

1.2 Initiated by Content Storage Server

2. Synchronization between Message Storage Client and the Message Storage Server
2.1 Initiated by Message Storage Client

2.2 Initiated by Message Storage Server

This change request handles cases 2.1 and 2.2. It proposes to add flows to the SD describing synchronization between the Message Storage Client and the Message Storage Server.
R01 handles comments received the Content Storage case ( applies the comments to the Message Storage case

1. Message Storage Client A sends a synchronization request containing 

· CPM User A address

· information needed for CPM User A address authentication

This request is initiated by the Message Storage Client in the following cases:

· Periodically, upon expiration of a timer. 

· At any time, upon request of the CPM User. 

2. Message Storage Server A authenticates the request, authorizes the request and if authentication and authorization are successful, synchronization begins. 

D.X.2 Synchronization initiated by Message Storage Server

This subchapter describes the case where a Message Storage Server initiates synchronization.
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Figure 2: Message Storage Server initiates synchronization with Message Storage Client
1. Operations in the Message Storage Server which lead to synchronization (e.g. uploading to Message Storage Server, storing CPM Message to Message Storage Server, changed CPM Message-states ) are performed by an entity other than Message Storage Client A. Such entity could be: 

· Another Message Storage Client, in case the CPM User has multiple devices.

· The CPM Participating Function.
2. Message Storage Server A determines that, according to user preferences and service provider policies,  these operations were performed on content that CPM Client A wishes to keep synchronized, and sends a update notification via the Push Enabler. 
3. Upon receiving the synchronization notification, Message Storage Client A decides to initiate Synchronization by sending a Synchronization Request containing

· CPM User A address

· information needed for CPM User A address authentication

4. Message Storage Server A authenticates the request, authorizes the request and if authentication and authorization are successful, synchronization begins.
