The current SD does not contain a description of how to differentiate between multiple user devices.
Individual clients are assigned a unique UUID, but the binding of the UUID with the Address of Record is done using the GRUU during registration.

Change 2:  Add text to Section 5.1.2

5.1.2 Identification

The objects described in this section can be addressed in the CPM Enabler. Each object is identified by an absolute URI.


5.1.2.x Device Identifier

CPM supports the use of multiple devices for each user. Each CPM enabled device will have a CPM Client identified by a CPM Client identifier as described in 5.1.2.3. When the CPM Client registers in the network, it SHALL include its client identifier in the registration request. The SIP/IP Core assigns a unique Globally Routable User Agent URI as specified in [GRUU] and returns the GRUU in the registration response. The GRUU allows the CPM Enabler to uniquely address each CPM Client residing on a different device. 
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
