Change 1:  5.4 CPM User Preferences
5.4 CPM User Preferences

The CPM Enabler SHALL support the CPM User to set his preferences to customize his CPM Service. Once set by the CPM User, user preferences SHALL be stored in XML format in XDMS which is provided by the service provider serving the CPM User.
The CPM Enabler SHALL support the CPM User to set and manage some specific items of user preferences as a profile. With this support it is possible that the CPM User creates multiple User Preference Profiles and selects one among those profiles to be enforced at each CPM Client of the CPM User.
Editor’s note: It is FFS on how the User preference Profile is designated as the active profile.

5.4.1 Retrieving user preferences

In order to provide CPM service adapted to each CPM User and/or devices, the CPM Enabler SHALL support authorized CPM components to enforce user preferences on behalf of the CPM User it is serving. Among CPM components the CPM Participating Function, Interworking Selection Function, Message Storage Server and Content Storage Server SHALL be enabled to enforce user preferences according to their functionalities. 

When requesting user preferences from the XDMS, the authorized CPM components SHALL send the user preferences retrieval request towards the XDMS as defined in [OMA-XDM-TS].

Upon receiving the user preferences retrieval request, the XDMS authorizes the user preferences retrieval request. If successfully authorized, the XDMS delivers the requested user preferences as defined in [OMA-XDM-TS].

The CPM Participating Function SHALL enforce the user preferences as retrieved from the XDMS when:

· handling originating and terminating CPM Session requests and CPM Messages
· handling deferred and/or expired CPM Messages

· supporting multiple devices

· performing conversation history functionalities
The Interworking Selection Function SHALL enforce user preferences as retrieved from the XDMS when:

· Operating in terminating network for selecting the Interworking Function 
The Message Storage Server and the Content Storage Server SHALL enforce user preferences as retrieved from the XDMS when:

· synchronizing stored resources
· recording actions being performed on a Principal’s network-based storage
· supporting content adaptation of stored Media Objects
