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1 Reason for Change

Following discussions on the MWG-CPM mailing list, it is apparent that the requirements for delivering of deferred messages and of normal messages should be handled in different ways.
A user’s messages should be deferred only when he has no registered devices that are capable of receiving the message.
However if the user has registered devices, he can have preferences as to how to handle incoming messages if he is unwilling to receive them.

User preferences should not be attached to how or when the system decides to defer the messages.

It is therefore proposed to separate the deferred requirement from the normal delivery requirement.

· Discard the CPM Message while providing a notification to the sender based on service provider policies and sender’s preferences
