5.2.3.5 CPM Group Session Information


The CPM Client MAY support the request for CPM Group Session Information.

The CPM Participating Function SHALL support the CPM Group Session Information. 

If the CPM Client supports the CPM Group Session Information, the following applies:

In order to receive the CPM Group Session Information the CPM Client SHALL send a CPM Group Session Information subscription request towards the CPM Controlling Function hosting the CPM Session identified by the CPM CPM Group Session Identity. 

The SIP/IP Core serving the CPM Client routes the Participant Information subscription request to the CPM Participating Function serving the CPM Client. 

When receiving the CPM Group Session Information subscription request, the CPM Participating Function serving the CPM Client SHALL forward the CPM Group Session Information subscription request to the intended address via the SIP/IP Core from which the CPM Group Session Information subscription request was received

The SIP/IP Core of the network hosting the CPM Session or the CPM Group routes the CPM Group Session Information subscription request to the hosting CPM Controlling Function. 

When receiving the CPM Group Session Information subscription request, the hosting CPM Controlling Function SHALL check that it hosts the targeted CPM Session and SHALL check the CPM Group Session Information subscription request against the CPM Group policies and service provider policies. If successfully authorized, the CPM Controlling Function SHALL 

· respond with the CPM Group Session Information subscription successful response;

· send the initial CPM Group Session Information notification to the CPM Client using the reverse path of the CPM Group Session Information subscription request; and,

· continue sending the CPM Group Session Information notifications to the CPM Client using the reverse path of the CPM Group Session Information subscription request whenever the CPM Group Session Information changes until the CPM Group Session Information subscription becomes invalid.
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
