Ericsson: answering an NSN question: interworking TS: 5.2.1.3: Agree with NSN that it would make sense to add reciprocal text for non-CPM to CPM. The group agrees. Ericsson can bring text.

NSN: question to Hansol: interworking TS: SMS <-> CPM: would make sense to add session termination (for both SMS -> CPM and CPM -> SMS). Hansol would volunteer to do.

NSN: interworking TS: email <-> CPM: Acision: there is an open CORR comment E425 (still open).

NSN: wording inconsistence (e.g., terms used in our documents: session termination, session closing, session leaving. Leaving is different from termination as leaving does not necessarily imply termination. However, terms are sometimes used vaguely and should be checked. Also, termination and closing should not be used both of them): Ericsson as interworking TS editor to look at & come back with a proposal.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
5.2.1.3 CPM Session Termination
5.2.1.3.1 CPM Initiated
Upon receiving a SIP BYE request with the CPM Feature Tag “3gpp-service.ims.icsi.oma.cpm.session”, the IWF:

1. SHALL generate a SIP 200 OK response according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261];

2. SHALL send the SIP 200 OK response; 
3. SHALL generate a non-CPM message for session termination according to the mapping rules as specified in section 5.2.2, 5.2.3 or 5.2.4 if the Non-CPM Communication Service is SMS, MMSor e-mail service, respectively. Otherwise, the IWF SHALL generate a session termination request appropriate for the Non-CPM Communication Service;

4. SHALL send the output of step 3 to the corresponding Non-CPM Communication Service; and

5. SHALL release all Media Plane resources corresponding to the CPM Session being closed.

5.2.1.3.2 Non-CPM Initiated
Upon receiving a request to terminate a session from the Non-CPM Communication Services SMS or MMS, the IWF:

1. SHALL map the session termination message into a SIP BYE request, similarly to the procedures of 5.2.2.2.2.4 and 5.2.3.1.2.5 for SMS and MMS respectively;
2. SHALL send the SIP BYE request to the CPM Client;
3. SHALL release all Media Plane resources corresponding to the CPM Session being closed.
Otherwise, the IWF SHALL generate a session termination request appropriate for the Non-CPM Communication Service.
