Defer-and-notify is listed twice (steps l and s) 
OK
If I remember correctly, we had agreed on a longer identifier for defer, i.e., defer-no-notify instead of simply defer. Not sure though anymore in what document that was listed. Presume that was in an earlier Ericsson slideset on this matter. 
Don’t remember and prefer to leave as is.
There are multiple occurrens of â€œThis SHALL be the default value taken in the absence of the elementâ€� â€“ what happens when several of these values apply? Not all actions can be processed though (e.g. deliver and forward and store cannot all happen but just one of them). 
The user should only be allowed to enter one of the values for actions for how to handle the incoming message. For the other actions, the sequence of the logic in the PF should determine the processing for the value of that action, i.e, the conditions determines which action is checked at which time.
