For D368, note that the offending text is gone. The one-sidedness towards MSRP now persists in the newly added step 2 of the acknowledgement handling. This CR corrects this.
On D369, even if this Editor’s Note has been deleted in the meantime, the issue itself persists. So, the author of this CR asked the commenting party about the background. Answer was that intermediate nodes would execute more efficiently if they would not have to open the payload (as they have to do with message/cpim) bodies. While this might be true, using text/plain whenever possible would require due investigation and possibly extensive changes. The author proposes to stay away from this at this stage. Later releases of CPM might choose to go into this direction.
For D377, note that in the meantime text on receiving a SIP ACK request was added. For MSRP based media streams we seem covered. For RTP/RTCP, a corresponding phrase was added. 
In addition, some editorials were fixed.

CPM Client Receiving a CPM Session Modification Request

Upon receiving a SIP re-INVITE request with a MIME SDP body including a new SDP offer, the CPM Client:

1. SHALL check whether the session to be modified by the received SIP re-INVITE exists. If the session does not exist the CPM Client SHALL reject the request with a SIP 481 “Call/Transaction Does Not Exist” response, including a Warning header with the warning text set to “123 Session does not exist”. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;

2. SHALL validate the media parameters and content types listed in “accept-types”. If none of the media parameters are acceptable, the CPM Client SHALL reject the request with a SIP 488 "Not Acceptable Here" response and exit this procedure. Otherwise, the CPM Client SHALL select a subset of the acceptable received media parameters and content types, to replace the original SDP parameters, and continue with the rest of steps;

3. SHALL generate a SIP 200 "OK" response according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261]; 

4. SHALL include a Session-Expires header in the SIP 200 "OK" response to the SIP re-INVITE request with the refresher parameter set to 'uas' and SHALL re-start the SIP Session timer according to the rules and procedures specified in [RFC4028]; 

5. SHALL include the option tag 'timer' in the Supported header; 
6. SHALL include a MIME SDP body as the SDP answer as described in section 5.2.1.3 “SDP Handling at Terminating Nodes”. 
7. SHALL include the Conversation-ID, Contribution-ID and InReplyTo-Contribution-ID headers and values received in the SIP INVITE request;

8. SHALL send the SIP 200 "OK" response according to the rules and procedures of the SIP/IP core. 
Upon receiving a SIP ACK request, the CPM Client:

1. SHALL handle the SIP ACK request according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261]; and

2. SHALL change media parameters as specified in [RFC4975] for MSRP based media streams and, respectively, [RFC3550] for RTP/RTCP-based Media Streams.
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
