Comment:  “A sending CPM Client MUST include a Session-Replaces header in each INVITE request that extends a CPM 1-1 Session into a CPM Group Session. This header will contain the value of the Contribution-ID sent in the original CPM 1-1 Session. The receiving CPM Client uses this value to end the previous session if it accepts the new session invitation”

Is the session id the same as the contribution ID. I think the RFC requires the session id to be used in replacing an existing session , so I think this must be followed also here
Proposed Change: insert the actual session id as the session to be replaced. You can addition add contribution id or whatever as further parameters of the session which can easily be ignored by other clients

The group never had intended to use session id for the purpose of extending a CPM Session, possibly because it might be changed by intermediate nodes, similarly to below arguments on why the Replaces header is not fit either. However, the author could not find a true trace of any discussion on session id. So, it is left to volunteers to investigate the suitability of session id for this purpose.
The original solution, the CPM group agreed upon for extending a CPM Session was to use the Replaces header from RFC 3861 (see Ericsson CR 2009-284r01). Later on, it was recognized that this did not work and Ericsson brought CR 2009-568r01 which now proposed a CPM-specific header (Quote from that CR: “The method of extending a CPM 1-1 session to a group session currently relies on sending the “Replaces” header from the originating client to the terminating client. The “Replaces” header contains the Call-Id which is modified by intermediate nodes acting as B2BUAs. This makes it impossible to reuse the Replaces header to correlate between the initial 1-1 session and the new invitation for a group session”)
