This Action Item follows the agreement reached on CR# 2010-0284R02 to remove any references to “Content Adaptation” in CPM V1.0 documents. A search of the CPM documents resulted in finding some instances where this feature was mentioned. This CR relates to the cases found in the CPM System Description document as detailed in Section 5 below.
The CR#812R01 version was a numbering error without any change from the CR#812 version. However, this R02 version addresses the following two comments received during the R&A process:

Acision: Instead of changing this bullet, we should rather remove it, as there is no content adaptation at all in this flow and content-adaptation is not supported by CPM 1.0 for this flow. Therefore it is better to simply remove the affected bullet.
NSN: We do not have re-directing in 1.0 as re-directing is different from forwarding. Simply delete the offending bullet rather than changing it.
In light of the agreement with similar comments in CR#2010-0808R01, it makes sense to agree with these comments as well.

5 Recommendation

In the SD Document, there are the following two instances of mentioning “Content Adaptation”:
1. In Section 5.5.2.7 “Preview Fetch Operation” describing the Message Storage Server, it states “A “Preview Fetch” operation MAY involve a server-side content adaptation in response to the client request for the stored object in a compacted or digested form rather than in its original full size and shape….” 
This case seems to be no issue as this statement is an agreed “NOTE3” in Section 6.3.3. of TS Message Storage Server.
2. In Appendix B.2.1.1., there is an item as “Content Adaptation” in the listing of the expected capabilities of the PF and as one of the reasons for the PF to stay in the media path. However, it is not correct as listed. It should rather be revised to reflect the consistency of this capability with Requirements CPM-CONV-005, which requires redirection by stating:“The CPM Enabler SHALL be able to re-direct an incoming CPM Standalone Message to any address based on the user defined preference/settings, Communication Capabilities, and service provider policies, relating to Media Types and/or content adaptation.”
For this case, a change in describing the PF’s capability for re-direction is needed. 
Per the agreement and changes in CR#2010-0808R01, it is further agreed to remove the second bullet in Appendix B.2.1.1, The revised proposed change is presented in Section 6 below.
6 Detailed Change Proposal

CPM 1-1 Session Invitation

This section describes the case where an inviting CPM User sends a CPM Session Invitation to another CPM User without involving the CPM Controlling Function, and where the CPM Participating Function may or may not stay in the Media path.

The reasons for which a CPM Participating Function may be configured to stay in the Media path include:

· Charging based on Media; 

· 
· History recording done in the network;

· Handling of multiple devices per CPM Session;

· Lawful Intercept (however, it is expected that Lawful Intercept is provided by the SIP/IP core).

The reasons for which a CPM Participating Function may be configured not to stay in the media path include:

· To avoid bottleneck effect, caused by forcing Media through intermediate nodes;

· Charging is based on factors other than Media; 

· Multiple devices are not involved in this CPM 1-1 Session;

· Lawful Intercept is handled by other nodes in the network.
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Figure 5: CPM 1-1 Session, originating and terminating parts

1. CPM Client A sends a CPM Session Invitation to CPM Client B. 

2. SIP/IP Core A routes the CPM Session Invitation to CPM Participating Function A triggered on the CPM Feature Tag and the CPM Address. If CPM Participating Function A wants to stay in the Media path for this CPM Session, it will act as a back to back user agent for the rest of the CPM Session. If it does not want to stay in the Media path, it will act as a proxy for the rest of the CPM Session. 

3. CPM Participating Function A executes the necessary originating service control and then sends the CPM Session Invitation to SIP/IP Core A.

4. SIP/IP Core A routes the CPM Session Invitation to the SIP/IP core of CPM User B’s network.

5. SIP/IP Core B routes the CPM Session Invitation to CPM Participating Function B triggered on the CPM Feature Tag and the CPM Address.

6. CPM Participating Function B executes the necessary terminating service control and then sends the CPM Session Invitation to SIP/IP Core B. If CPM Participating Function B wants to stay in the media path for this CPM Session, it will act as a back to back user agent for the rest of the CPM Session. If it does not want to stay in the media path, it will act as a proxy for the rest of the CPM Session

7. SIP/IP Core B sends the CPM Session Invitation to CPM Client B.

8. CPM Client B accepts the CPM Session Invitation with an OK response to SIP/IP core B.

9. SIP/IP Core B sends the response to CPM Participating Function B. 

10-14. The response is conveyed back to CPM Client A using the reverse routing of the CPM Session Invitation.
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
