It is mentioned in RFC[5438] to use the From header to carry the user client information. The following text is from this RFC document:
“Quite often, the IM Sender is the IMDN Recipient.  However, that is not always the case, since the IMDN uses the From header in the CPIM message. That value is often the IM Sender's Address of Record (AOR).  This address may in fact resolve to different user agents.”
This CR addresses this comment by adding the GRUU information in the section 7.2.7.

Change 1:  Add the GRUU information 
5. Disposition Notification
The disposition notification mechanism in CPM is an extension to the specification in [RFC5438] as follows:

· An original message requesting disposition notification can be sent using a MSRP SEND request in case of CPM Large Message.
When a CPM User requests to obtain the disposition-state of the sent CPM Message, the CPM Client SHALL include a disposition notification request in a CPIM header field of the sent CPM Message with the following clarifications: 
· The CPM Client SHALL include the public GRUU of the sending CPM Client in the From header of the CPIM body to indicate the receiver of the disposition notification.
Disposition notifications for CPM are delivery notification and read report. 
In the case where a terminating CPM Client receives a CPM Message with the disposition notification request, the terminating CPM Client SHALL reply to the disposition notification request by sending a disposition notification message.  The disposition notification message is sent using a SIP MESSAGE request.
In the case that a CPM Message containing a disposition notification request is targeted at multiple recipients (i.e. pre-defined/ad-hoc group) or multiple different types of disposition notifications are requested for the same CPM Message, the originating user MAY receive aggregated disposition notifications.
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
