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1 Reason for Change

Visual voicemail is an IP-based service that allows users to submit, receive and manage voice messages (voicemails), and has become increasingly popular in the last few years. However, the current CPM Enabler does not support the handling  of voicemails. This CR proposes new requirements regarding the support for the voicemail service in the CPM Enabler.

	The CPM Enabler SHALL allow a CPM user to manage (e.g., list, fetch, delete) the voicemails stored in his/her network-based storage.
