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1 Reason for Change

In some countries, there are more than one long-distance telecom operators. When a user takes a long-distance call, he/she must dial a long-distance operator’s access code before dialling the destination number, otherwise the call will not be connected.

With the current VVM service, when a VVM subscriber receives a VVM message and wants to call back to the message sender who is in a different service area, he/she has to dial by hand the message sender’s telephone number following a preferred long-distance operator’s access number, which can be discommodious sometimes.

This CR proposes that EVVM enabler have a call-back number parameter. With this parameter, the EVVM system will automatically fill in the call-back number in the mail header of any new message. Even if this number is not displayed in the user interface, when the subscriber calls back to the mail sender via his/her EVVM client, the EVVM software will automatically place a call to this call-back number.
