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1 Reason for Change

In the process of specifying “Section 7.4.4 Server to Server Procedures”, it became apparent that the layout of the TS part of the ER document has no separate sections allocated to some key entities and their interfaces. For example, there is no sections addressing the procedures required to be performed by entities such as the stand-alone CPM Message Storage Server, the Forwarding Gateway, the Transcoder, etc. 
This CR proposes these changes and adds a number of placeholders for the aforementioned entities and the interfaces they expose.
