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1 Reason for Change

This CR adds specification texts to the EVVM TS for the procedures initiated by either the EVVM Client or the EVVM Server over the interfaces they expose.  The procedures listed here involve both the EVVM Client and the EVVM Server and require interactions via the EVVM-1 and/or EVVM-2 interfaces. 
The proposed changes in this CR document are based on proposed changes in two earlier CR documents, 2011-0237R01 by Alcatel-Lucent and 2011-0252 by Research in Motion.
