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1 Reason for Change

This CR adds a new sub-section, 7.2.2, to Section 7.2 on “Transport binding” and specifies SMTP as the voicemail submission protocol exposed by the EVVM Server for the EVVM-1 interface as well as EVVM-3 and EVVM-5 interfaces. The proposed addition in this CR assumes that the OMA EVVM group will have already agreed with a previous CR, OMA-COM-EVVM-2011-0293R01. 
The proposed text for SMTP is aligned with the latest revisions proposed in 246R01 to remove explicit references to port number and the change in CR#2011-0293R01 to separate the sub-clause for “Capability Indications” from the protocol designation for interfaces.
This R01 version correction file description in the portal and provided a few editorial corrections in the “Reason for Change” section and in Change 1.
The R02 revision corrects the errors that occurred in the CR’s number and its file description while uploading the CR to the EVVM portal. It did not change anything else in the CR. 
This R03 version is prepared after the agreement reached on CR#2011-0293R04 and incorporating some additional offline comments received.

Change 1:  Adds content to Section 7.2.2  SMTP for EVVM-1, EVVM-3 and EVVM-5 Interfaces
7.2    Protocol transport bindings

This section determines and describes the protocols for each EVVM interface and their transport bindings.

7.2.1    IMAP

The IMAP protocol, as defined in [RFC3501], is bound to the EVVM-1 interface.    The EVVM Server MUST accept IMAP connections via TCP port specified by the service provider, see [TBD, OMA DM section].

All EVVM Clients and EVVM Servers MUST support the IMAP keywords defined in [Editor to add cross-reference to 7.3.5]. To secure the IMAP communications channel, EVVM servers MUST support TLS 1.0, as specified in [RFC2246].

7.2.2    SMTP 
In addition to the EVVM-1 interface, SMTP is the protocol for voicemail submission over EVVM-3 and EVVM-5 interfaces for forwarding to non-EVVM service gateway and to remote EVVM Servers. 

The SMTP protocol, as defined in [RFC5321], is bound to the EVVM-1, EVVM-3, EVVM-4 and EVVM-5 interfaces.

The EVVM Client MUST establish SMTP connections via TCP port specified by the service provider, see [TBD, EVVM-1].
The EVVM Server MUST accept SMTP connections via TCP port specified by the service provider, see [TBD, EVVM-1].
The Forwarding Gateway MUST accept SMTP connections via TCP port [TBD, EVVM-3].
The EVVM Server MUST accept SMTP connections via TCP port [TBD, EVVM-4].

The EVVM Server MUST accept SMTP connections via TCP port [TBD, EVVM-5].

Editor’s Note: SMTP is a candidate for the report submission protocol from the Forwarding Gateway to the EVVM Server on the EVVM-4 interface as well. 
 Used for the EVVM voicemail submission, the second protocols for the EVVM-1 interface is the “Simple Mail Transfer Protocol” (SMTP) with its rigid syntax of verbal command and 3-digit number in replies as defined in [RFC5321]. 
In backward compatibility with [GSMA VVM], [RFC5321] is an enhanced version of [RFC2821] specifications that is used in [GSMA VVM]. 

The support for SMTP MAY also include support for its SMTP Submission Service Extension, Future Message Release, as defined in [RFC4865]. 




7.2.3    SMS

Supporting the EVVM Enabler’s backward compatibility to VVM [GSMA VVM], the SMS messaging is bound to both the EVVM-1 and EVVM-2 interfaces. [TBD, EVVM-1, EVVM-2].
