5. Voicemail submission via SMTP

The EVVM Client MUST be able to send voicemails to the EVVM Server via SMTP.
While sending a voicemail via SMTP, the EVVM Client MUST perform the SMTP procedures as specified in [RFC5321] with the following clarifications:
· Including the voicemail sender’s identifier in the MAIL command of SMTP [RFC5321];
Note: if there are multiple identifiers associated with the user, the identifier carried by the MAIL command MUST be consistent with the user-chosen identifier contained in the From header field of the voicemail message.
· Including each recipient’s identifier in a separate RCPT command of SMTP [RFC5321].
If the user requests a delivery report, the EVVM Client MUST include in the RCPT command the NOTIFY parameter with its appropriate value(s) (i.e., SUCCESS, FAILURE, or DELAY), according to [RFC3461].
After receiving a voicemail message from the EVVM Client, the EVVM Server MUST determine the next hop of the voicemail message. The EVVM Server MUST
· Deposit the voicemail message directly into the recipient’s voicemail box if the recipient belongs to the local EVVM Server Domain;
Note: in this case, if the voicemail sender requests a delivery report (with the NOTIFY parameter in the RCPT command), the EVVM Server MUST generate a Delivery Status Notification (DSN) using the format defined in [RFC3464] and deposit the DSN into the voicemail sender’s voicemail box.
· Relay the voicemail message to an EVVM Server residing in a remote EVVM Server Domain if the recipient belongs to that remote EVVM Server Domain (see [Section 7.4.4, EVVM Server-EVVM Server procedures (editor to add cross-reference)] for more details);
· Forward the voicemail message to the Forwarding Gateway if the message is requested to be delivered via SMS, MMS or regular e-mail services (see [Section 7.4.6, EVVM Server to Forwarding Gateway Procedures (editor to add cross-reference)] for more details);
· Send the voicemail message to a Standard Non-OMA VM Service system if the recipient is a user of that non-OMA VM service.
At the same time, the EVVM Server MAY store a copy of the voicemail message in a storage/folder, separated from the inbox, located in either
· The EVVM Server itself, if the EVVM Server provides storage internally, or
· The Message Storage Server (MSS), if the MSS provides storage functions for the EVVM user (see [Section 7.4.5, EVVM Server to Message Storage Server Procedures (editor to add cross-reference)] for detailed procedures).
It is RECOMMENDED that the EVVM Server avoid any restrictions on the sizes of voicemail messages. In case message size restrictions are needed, see Section 4.5.3, Sizes and Timeouts, in [RFC5321] for more details.
