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1 Reason for Change

CR OMA-COM-EVVM-2011-0389R01-CR_TS_Emotion_Indication fills some part of the TS for the Emotion Indication requirement as per the in-principle agreement on the OMA-COM-EVVM-2011-0359-INP_TS_Emotion_Indication.

This CR fills the incomplete TS parts on the client side for the same requirement.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Update section 7.4.6
7. Voicemail submission via SMTP

Upon composition of voice mail as specified in 7.4.3 Local Voicemail Composition, the EVVM Client MUST be able to send voicemails to the EVVM Server via SMTP.

Before sending a voicemail, the EVVM Client MUST check the service preferences to ensure that the voicemail to be sent does not exceed the predefined message size limit.

While sending a voicemail via SMTP, the EVVM Client MUST perform the SMTP procedures as specified in [RFC5321] with the following clarifications:
· If there are multiple identifiers associated with the sender, the EVVM Client MUST include the user selected identifier in the MAIL command.
If the user requests a delivery report, the EVVM Client MUST include in the RCPT command the NOTIFY parameter with its appropriate value(s) (i.e., SUCCESS, FAILURE, or DELAY), according to [RFC3461].
Change 2:  Update section 7.4.7
7. Voicemail submission via IMAP

Upon composition of voice mail as specified in 7.4.3 Local Voicemail Composition, the EVVM Client MAY be able to submit voicemails via IMAP. 
Before sending a voicemail, the EVVM Client MUST check the service preferences to ensure that the voicemail to be sent does not exceed the predefined message size limit.

To submit a composed voicemail, the EVVM Client MAY use an IMAP APPEND command to deposit the voicemail message into the EVVM user’s outbox in the EVVM Server, as specified in [RFC3501].
Change 3:  Update section 7.4.8

7. Voicemail Future Release

The EVVM Client MAY allow an EVVM user (sender) to request to send a voicemail at a future time.

When composing a voicemail as specified in 7.4.3 Local Voicemail Composition, EVVM user can set one type of parameters (hold-param) for Future Message Release via SMTP submission service extension as defined in [RFC4865], the hold-param includes:

· Future-release-interval, and

· Future-release-date-time.

An EVVM Client preparing to use Future Message Release extension MUST first verify whether the EVVM Server supports it. An EVVM Client MUST check the Extended Hello (EHLO) reply, if it includes FUTURERELEASE keyword, that means the EVVM Server supports this extension.

After setting the hold-param, the EVVM Client sends the voicemail to the EVVM Server just as other common voicemails, except containing the hold-param. 
Change 4:  Update section 7.4.13
7. Voicemail presentation

After fetching a voicemail from the EVVM Server, the EVVM Client MUST distinguish the main body part (which may contain the voicemail sender’s voice) from other attachments, i.e., the body parts with their Content-Disposition header fields set to “attachment” [OMTP VVM]. The EVVM Client MAY detect the body part bearing a Content-Description header indicating “background media”, if present.

The EVVM Client SHOULD render the media contained in the main body part to the user automatically when the user opens the voicemail with the background media, if present. After the main body is presented the EVVM Client SHOULD present the other attachments subject to the control/preference of the user and device capability (e.g., turning on/off the other attachments, adjusting the volume of the background audio, cycling the background audio/video if its length is shorter than the main media item, etc.).
Editor’s Note: turning on/off the background media is FFS.
If the voicemail fetched from the EVVM Server contains “X-EVVM-EmotionIndication” header, the EVVM Client MUST present the message’s emotion contained in the header value. 
If the voicemail fetched from the EVVM Server contains any OpenPGP encrypted data, the EVVM Client MUST first decrypt the encrypted data, according to [RFC1847], [RFC3156] and [RFC4880], before presenting the voicemail to the recipient.
If the voicemail fetched from the EVVM Server contains any OpenPGP signed data with digital signature(s), the EVVM Client MUST first verify the digital signature(s), according to [RFC1847], [RFC3156] and [RFC4880], before presenting the voicemail to the recipient.
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
