If the user requests an on demand transcription then it will be realized via XTRANSCRIBE_ command with parameter UID as described in [OMTP VVM]. EVVM Client MAY support XTRANSCRIBE_ command as defined in [OMTP VVM].

If the XTRANSCRIBE_ command is supported the EVVM Client SHALL support XTRANSCRIPTION_SERVICE_ command with parameter STATE and its values START/STOP as defined in [OMTP VVM].

To identify the original voice message of transcription EVVM Client SHALL support X-Original-Msg-UID and X-Transcription message headers as defined in [OMTP VVM].
