This section describes the case where an ISC User requests to search for pre-defined Content Viewing Group(s). 
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Figure Y: Searching for pre-defined Content Viewing Group
1. Upon receiving the request from User A to search for pre-defined Content Viewing Group, the ISC/CPM Client A gathers criteria related to the content being viewed, such as the content name, content identifier, pre-defined keyword.

2. The ISC/CPM Client A sends SIP SUBSCRIBE request to the ISC Server’s Media Function, the request includes the gathered searching criteria.

3. The ISC Server’s Media Function accepts the request and responds a SIP 200 “OK” to the ISC/CPM Client A.

4. If the ISC Server’s Media Function finds matched pre-defined Content Viewing Group(s), it sends SIP NOTIFY request(s) to the ISC/CPM Client A.

5. The ISC/CPM Client A responds a SIP 200 “OK” to the ISC Server’s Media Function.
