Comment: As new event packages for SIP SUBSCRIBE/NOTIFY/PUBLISH can only be standardized by IETF, OMA ISC SHOULD NOT define its own event packages, especially as existing OMA Enablers & mechanisms can be used to realize the same exact functionality.
Proposed Change: Remove the following ISC event packages:
· REMOVE:
· “isc-content-interest”; 

· “group-search”; 

· “Contents List”; 

· “publish-device-presence-info”
INSTEAD, use the OMA XDM mechanism with the event package “xcap-diff” which provides document updates (e.g. Content Lists) via SIP SUBSCRIBE/NOTIFY, where filters can be set to only be notified based on specific criteria (e.g. content of interest keywords, etc).

Addresses the comments related to publishing ISC Users interested content delivery information and receiving alert notifications for the interested content before content delivery.


This input contribution addresses the Ericsson CONRR comment mentioned below:
· Not to define a new ISC event package for publishing content delivery information and to receive alert notification prior to the content delivery
· Instead create pidf extensions to Presence event package and use it.

This INP proposes to create a Presence PDE extensions for publishing the ISC Users Content delivery information such as “StartTime” to decide upon the time to watch the content and the “ReminderTime” to decide on the time to receive the alert notifications prior to the content delivery and the “ContentRef” to uniquely identify the content.
