For those arriving by car, parking could be a problem if I cannot reserve a space for you! Our visitors' car park is outside our main entrance in St Andrews Road. If it is full, you will have to park in one of the side streets nearby. (Or you could park in the street outside Sepura for up to 4 hours and then move your car elsewhere at lunch time). The south-western end of St Andrews Road is barred to vehicles, so you will have to enter St Andrews Road from Chesterton High Street or Church Street.

If navigating by GPS, you might find the middle of our visitor's car park at: N 52 deg 12' 50.12 +/- 0.01", E 0 deg 8' 21.96 +/- 0.02" in the WGS84 co-ordinate system.

Accommodation
---------------

We suggest any of the following:

Doubletree Hilton Hotel: In centre of Cambridge by the river near Silver Street Bridge; 32 minutes walk from Sepura.

City Hotel: In centre of Cambridge; about 30 minutes walk (or taxi) from Sepura.

Regent Hotel: In centre of Cambridge; about 30 minutes walk (or taxi) from Sepura.

Royal Cambridge Hotel - near the middle of Cambridge, about 35 minutes walk (or taxi) from Sepura.

Arundel House Hotel: - 10 minutes walk across Jesus Green to the centre of Cambridge. 22 minutes walk along the River Cam to Sepura (see note). Popular with some visitors, but others say it is expensive. 

Ashley Hotel (guest house): - related to the Arundel House Hotel, but closer to Sepura. You can get an evening meal at the Arundel House Hotel.

Hamilton Hotel (guest house): - 5 minutes walk from Sepura; about £60.00; does not do evening meals. And I think that some rooms are not en-suite.

 
Acorn Hotel (guest house): - 5 minutes walk from Sepura; from £70.00 per night - does not do evening meals. 

Holiday Inn: On outskirts of Cambridge; need a car or taxi into the centre, or to get to Sepura. (See http://www.ichotelsgroup.com/h/d/hi/home and search for United Kingdom and Cambridge.) 

For further choices, see http://www.smoothhound.co.uk/  and select Cambridgeshire - > Cambridge for plenty of hotels and guest houses. 

NOTE: If walking to Sepura along the river (e.g. from the Arundel House Hotel), you can either walk along the left bank of the river across the front of the college boat houses (dodging students launching boats), or along the right bank and cross over the Ferry Cutter Bridge (a.k.a. Pye's Bridge). If walking from the centre of Cambridge, walk diagonally (north east direction) across Midsummer Common and use Pye's Bridge. There is also a new footbridge (not yet on all the maps, but you can see it on a Bing Maps satellite view) that crosses from Riverside to the bend in St Andrew's Road just opposite St Andrew's Church Hall (just to the east of Sepura). To reach this bridge, just follow the right bank of the river downstream from Midsummer Common.


Travel
------

The nearest large airport is Stansted. There is a half-hourly train service from Stansted to Cambridge station. The journey takes about 35 mins. (See http://ojp.nationalrail.co.uk/en/pj/jp.) You may need a taxi from the station to St Andrews Road (though it can be walked in about 35 minutes if you know the short cuts). 

If arriving at Heathrow Airport, catch the Heathrow Express train to London Paddington and then use the underground or a taxi to Kings Cross Station (Heathrow to Kings cross will take about 55 minutes), then a train from Kings Cross to Cambridge. Alternatively, you can catch a coach from Heathrow direct to Cambridge.

If arriving at Gatwick Airport catch the Gatwick Express to London Victoria, then underground (or taxi) to London Kings Cross (Gatwick to Kings Cross will take about 60 minutes). Alternatively catch the Bedford train at Gatwick and alight at St Pancras (takes 46 minutes)), cross the road to Kings Cross, and take a train from Kings Cross to Cambridge.

If coming from Paris or Brussels, you can catch the Eurostar train to St Pancras station, cross the road to Kings Cross and take a train from Kings Cross to Cambridge.

If arriving at Luton airport, there is a ~ 2-hourly coach service to Cambridge. Alternatively catch a shuttle bus to the railway station, get a train to St Pancras, cross the road to King's Cross station and take a train from Kings Cross to Cambridge (I have never tried that, but I have used the coach and had to wait a long time for it).

From London Kings Cross Station, the train to Cambridge takes under an hour.
