· SHOULD not add the ‘100rel’ in the Require Header.
· SHALL include Server header to indicate the PoC Release version.
When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS session establishment mechanisms as defined in [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.P0013.4] with the clarifications given in this sub-clause and the other subclauses.
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
